In memoriam...

We are sad to announce the passing of Donald Lewis
Rose (1930-2009)

Donald L. Rose, a 3-letter coxswain on the merésvcr
(1951/52/53) and 2-letterman gymnast (1952/53)\aft U
Madison and the founding coach of rowing at Kansas
State University, died of pulmonary fibrosis onday,
September 18, 2009 at Mercy Regional Health Cemter
Manhattan, KS. Don had been a long-time resident o
Manhattan.

Born June 28, 1930 in Elmhurst, IL, Rose graduated
from the University of Wisconsin-Madison in 1953twi
a degree in journalism. During his college carBeise
lettered in crew (1951, 1952 and 1953) as a coxswai
and in 1952 and 1953 in gymnastics.

Rose said “when he started rowing in Wisconsingide
it because of what he could get out of the spdrshirts
and medals. As you get into it a little furtheouystart
thinking of what he could do for the sport.”

He was also a sports writer for The Daily Cardinain

1952 to 1954, achieving good coverage of crew and
gymnastics.

Over the 1950's and 1960’'s, Rose coached at Pancet
and Columbia. In 1963, Rose founded college rowing
on Lake Shawnee at Kansas State University. During
2002, he took Manhattan High School - where he
coached from 1995 to 200&wing at Turtle Creek Lal

- to Henley and rowed against the usual high school
suspects from the east — St. Andrews (RI), Brunswic
School (CT), and Middlesex, Tabor Academy and
Groton School from MA. Manhattan HS lost to
Abingdon School, which eventually went on to wie th
Princess Elizabeth Challenge Cup, a prep schobt-eig
oared event.

In 2008, Rose, with 45 years of coaching undebhls
was elected the first inductee to the Kansas State
Athletic Hall of Fame.

He is survived by Nancy MacAdam Oehme, his wife of
20 years.
